The title holder:

- Knows the essential aspects of the ideological, political, economic, social and aesthetic
context in which the art of clothing has been generated throughout history with special reference

to artificial flower craftsmanship.

The title holder:

- Possesses the knowledge, skills and attributes required to correctly execute techniques and
aesthetic values specific to the creation of artificial flowers.

- Develops his or her creativity and artistic capacity.

- Possesses knowledge of botany applied to the exercise of their profession.

- Develops the ability to observe and perceive the plant world, its families, genus and species.

“Formacion y Orientacion Laboral” (training and career guidance)

The title holder:

- Knows the legal working framework and the rights and obligations that derive from labour
relations.

- Possesses the economic, commercial and social knowledge that makes it possible to
administer and run a small and medium-sized company, or to work as a self-employed
professional.

- Possesses specific knowledge as to the labour market access mechanisms and selection
systems, and the skills that make it easier to find work.

- Knows the institutional bodies, both national and community, that help labour insertion and the
services that provide economic aid and subsidies for entrepreneurial initiatives and self-
employment.

- Knows the legal, corporate and professional instruments specific to the speciality.
